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6 November 2008 Regular Meeting 
Central Railway Museum 
 
CEO Jim Reece called the meeting to order at 
7:19PM.  One guest, Ralph Watson, was in 
attendance.  Sandy Eustis brought up the difficulty 
of new members remembering names.  In response, 
station master Brian d'Entremont offered to bring 
name badges to the next meeting and suggested a 
pictorial directory for the members on the club web 
site. 
 
Insurance 
There was continued discussion of how obtaining 
personal property insurance independently would 
compare in price to NRMA membership for all 
CRM&HA members.  Glenn Nasworthy indicated 
that insurance for $15000 of property with a $500 
deductible would be $750 per year in addition to the 
$360 per year that we currently pay for liability.  
While it was indicated that NMRA insurance would 
cover us for up to two events per year, there was 
some uncertainty as to whether it would cover the 
day-to-day operations of the museum.   
Mr. Nasworthy agreed to look into this. 
 
Officer Nominations 
It was proposed that Rob Seel and Howard Garner 
be nominated to continue as Division Superintendent 
(Vice President) and Paymaster (Treasurer) 
respectively.  However, this proposal was in 
violation of term limits in the articles of association.  
There was also a motion to nominate these 
candidates for each other's current positions, but the 
nomination failed to be seconded and two new 
candidates were put forward.  Ron Keith was 
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nominated for division superintendent and Bob 
Folsom for Paymaster.  Mr. Eustis moved and Mr. 
Gathman seconded a motion to close nominations, 
which passed unanimously. 
 
Newsletter 
Mr. Reece called for a new editor of the newsletter 
and Mr. Seel agreed to take this one in exchange for 
removal from consideration as officer. 
 
February Train Show 
Advertising was discussed and there was general 
interest in replicating last year's successful 
advertising campaign.  Richard Nichols moved to 
authorize $1200.  There was discussion over whether 
pre-authorization of the spending was required by 
the by-laws.  To settle the issue Steve Zonay put 
forth a motion to approve $1500 in advertising, 
which was seconded by Ron Keith and passed 
unanimously. 
 
Central Railroad Festival 
Mr. Keith reported that collaboration with the 
business council and chamber of commerce on the 
railroad festival was moving forward.  Plans were 
for Friday night to be oriented toward young people 
with Saturday's entertainment focus being bluegrass 
music.   The organizing committee is to indicate 
expectations from the club shortly.  There was 
discussion as to whether the firehouse could host our 
portable layout or whether we could fit it in the 
museum at that time. 
 
Website 
Mr. d'Entremont indicated that he had recently 
opened a new website for the club at 
http://www.crmha.org.  He is seeking submissions 
for additional content including member photos or 
articles. 
 
IRS Tax Status 
We received notice from the IRS indicating that they 
had received our letter, but received no decision yet 
our status.  Our last articles of association were 
reinstated by unanimous vote of the present 
members following Mr. Garner's discovery that our 
merger with CRM&HA, Inc. had rendered them 
invalid.   Advance notification of the vote was 
provided via e-mail on 3-October 2008. 

Museum 
No material costs were reported for September.  
Richard Nichols reported that a single commercial 
phone line from AT&T would cost $43 per month, 
making this prohibitively expensive for the alarm 
system only.  Rob Seel indicated that he was OK 
with being added to the call list as suggested in his 
absence last month.  Mr. Reece reported the fire 
station across the street is only manned on weekdays 
and could not be counted on to monitor the alarm.  It 
was suggested that the phone line might be cheaper 
as a city installation and Mr. Reece agreed to 
investigate this.  Mr. Garner asked if we intended to 
submit all our bills for renovation to the city by the 
end of the year.  However, Mr. Reece suggested that 
until the city asked, it was not advantageous to give 
ourselves an arbitrary deadline on building expenses. 
 
On the subject of layout development, Mr. Reece 
suggested that the club defer to the experience of the 
selected layout planning committee, but also said 
that the committee needs to more consistently 
schedule meetings for specific times.  Mr. Garner, 
chairman of the layout committee, suggested that the 
two "blobs" in the main room could be in place by 
the festival in May.  Mr.Seel offered assistance with 
scenery and Mr. Eustis offered to build a branch 
line.  There was discussion as to why the area 
between the two peninsulas was not going to be 
open to the public.  Mr. Garner indicated that he had 
no problem with the public in this area, but that it 
was not feasible to make it handicap accessible.  Mr. 
Seel suggested that the situations would fall under 
the status of "reasonable accommodation" and thus 
be legal despite inaccessibility of part of the public 
area. 
 
Future Meetings 
Rob Seel agreed to take the program for January.  It 
was also agreed that we would each personally 
reimburse Bob Folsom $5 per person for the meat at 
the Christmas party, as 501.c3 status does not allow 
us to take party expenses out of club funds. 
 
Portable layout 
A motion was passed to approve the purchase of Jim 
McInnis's trailer for up to $4000.

4 December 2008 Regular Meeting 
Bob Folsom's House 
 
Jim Reece called the meeting to order at 8:15PM 
during the annual Christmas party at Bob Folsom's 
house.  No new members or guests were in 
attendance.   
 
Newsletter 
At the previous meeting Rob Seel volunteered 
publish the newsletter.  Mr. Seel thanked Mr. 
Moriarty for his ten years of service in this role and 
indicated that he was going to alter the publication 
schedule.  The newsletter will now be published 
monthly, one week prior to the next month's meeting 
and content will be due 2 weeks after the previous 
meeting. 
 
Elections 
Mr. Reece read the sections of the articles of 
association relating the responsibilities of each 
officer.  Ron Keith and Bob Folsom were 
unanimously elected to the positions of Division 
Superintendent and Paymaster respectively.  These 
positions become effective Jan. 1.  There were 
questions concerning the fiscal year of the club and 
whether 501.c3 status would require annual audits.  
Current Paymaster Howard Garner indicated that the 
fiscal year ran from January to January.  The 
question of audits was deferred.   
 
Central Railway Festival 
Mr. Keith indicated that the festival planning 
committee is "really cranking."  Bands have been 

lined up to perform on Friday night and a list of 7-8 
critical tasks has been compiled.  It was suggested 
that Maria, owner of Pancho's Mexican Restaurant, 
owned several of the empty store fronts downtown 
and that these might be suitable locations for the 
portable layout and/or vendors.  Mr. Keith said that 
the firestation would also be available, but that it 
would be off the beaten path.  There was a proposal 
to offer some local vendors free tables to accelerate 
the growth of the show.  Steve Zonay suggested that 
he had a list of loyal train show participants who 
should be first on that list.  The planning committee 
has a person in charge of children's activities, in 
addition to our planned Thomas the Tank exhibit.  
We also need docents to man the caboose.   
 
Central Railway Museum 
Bob Folsom, chairman of the Interior Renovation 
Committee, said that the handicap restroom was 
painted and that the last areas of the museum were 
getting finished up.  Mr. Garner, chairman of the 
layout planning committee, said that a lot of 
discussion had occurred and that the first rail had 
been laid at the prior work session.  Sandy Eustis 
said that he had laid out the first industrial area and 
was looking for people to construct industries.  Mr. 
Garner indicated that all buildings must including 
lighting.  The club will be conducting an order of 
Digitrax equipment for the layout this month.

Modular Layout Undergoes 
Major Remodeling Effort

Many of us know that our old trusty HO layout has 
been the focus of attention on Monday evenings.  
Little did this writer know just how much attention 
it’s gotten!  In fact, nothing has been left untouched 
from wiring to trackwork to scenery.  On Monday 
evening, 12/29/08, for example, Bob Folsom was 
soldering rails above and wires beneath and Glen 
Nasworthy was repairing ballast while Bruce 
Gathman, Jim “Doc” McInnis, and Sandy Eustis 
continued work on the new logging branch.   
 

 
Located on the end and corner where the dairy farm 
and rock mountains had been, the new spur will 

feature sidings for a small engine house and a few 
log cars, as well as a winding track up a steep grade 
into the woods.

Also of note are full-length modules up the center of 
the layout containing several staging tracks.  
Connected to the main line by a large wye beneath 
the logging spur, the staging yard will allow us to 
reserve the freight yard for operations and not tie up 
tracks for staging as we always had before. 
 

Meanwhile, yours truly was learning a new trick.  
Doc offered up a job of painting clouds onto the 
freshly painted, all-new backboards and even 
provided an inexpensive airbrush for the task.  I had 
painted clouds before with brushes, sponges, or 
spray cans, but this was my first attempt at 
airbrushing.  Judging by the on-the-spot reviews, I 
believe I passed the audition for the rest of the job.

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Apparently, we’ve had very good turnouts lately, 
pun intended!  Not only have both the Heritage and 
HO layouts begun construction, but we’ve even had 
some new folks joining the effort.  One such fellow 
modeler is none other than Bob Eflin, who is one of 
Rob Seel’s former architecture studio professors!   
 
It was decided by those Layout Committee members 
present that we should use local town names for 
locations on the railroad, and it was also agreed that 
we should assign code numbers to "control points" 
(junctions, branches, anywhere the main line has 
switches). These code numbers will be in the 
hundreds.  For example, the staging yard switches 
will be numbers in the "one hundreds" (101,102, 
etc.)  The next most important control point will be 
in the "two hundreds" (201, 202, etc.).  Less 
important control points will be assigned higher 
numbers, possibly "eleven hundreds" (1101, 1102, 
etc.) or "twelve hundreds"  (1201, 1202, etc.). 
 
Lumber was purchased for the scenery/supporting 
walls of the HO layout, so construction of the 
supporting grid can begin. 
�

And as for turnouts, the HO Layout work has 
concentrated around building Central Valley turnout 
kits and laying rail on the staging area.  Tie strips are 
being adhered to the roadbed and then painted�for a 
varied, weathered appearance.  Then, soldered 
lengths of rail are then adhered to the ties.  Many of 
us in the CRH&HA have never built our own track 
before, and this method is remarkably easy with a bit 
of careful attention.�
