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TOURING THE

WESTERN MARYLAND
DELMARA BRANCH

The Western Maryland Railroad (WM) is usually
remembered as a major eastern coal hauler, colpcti
loads from several branch lines radiating from Bgki
WV, and shipping them to its eastern terminus in
Baltimore, MD. Less well known is the fact tha¢ WM
also operated several short industrial branchasiih
around the city of Baltimore itself. In my versioh
history, one such branch served a couple of in@uistr
areas north of downtown Baltimore, terminatinghet t
Delmara power plant.

Industries served at Westbay

My WM Delmara branch runs from a junction with the
WM main line at Atlantic Avenue in Baltimore, thrgiu
the suburban towns of Baltimore Heights and Cornett
Corners, to serve its major customer, Delmarva tLagial
Power, in Delmara, on the Maryland-Delaware bordker.
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further branch switches back from there down to the
industrial Chesapeake Bay communities of West Baly a
East Bay.

The Delmara Branch occupies a 14’ x 12’ spare lmdro
at my home in Keowee Key. My trackage rights ideld
only a 30” wide shelf around the outside wallsha t
room, as the central area had to be kept opemfor a
inflatable air mattress, used when the grandkisgli. vi
The track plan (in order) includes a one tracklédd
staging yard, the branch line junction at Atlamtieenue,
short industrial sidings at Atlantic Avenue, Baltire
Heights, and Cornett Corners, the branch termibus a
Delmara, and finally a short switchback down to the
industrial towns of East Bay and West Bay. The lin
serves a total of 14 customers, plus a two tractt gad a
very minimal engine terminal at Delmara. A bitctéver
track planning allows me to run two trains on
independent loops when friends visit, or when I'ot im
the mood for more realistic operations. All trag&as in
place, and the scenery is somewhere around 20%
complete.

The attached photos show my progress to date. ghhou
small, the Delmara Branch of the WM allows me plent
of opportunity for modeling realistic urban and stian
scenery, and for operating a variety of short bndime
trains.
